Description

The Bachelor of Science in Human Services is designed for students with
career interests in human services. This program offers graduates the
opportunity to provide access to assistance programs, offer support,

and improve the quality of life for those in need while working with
individuals and the community at both the local and state level. The
addictions studies option introduces students to the issues associated
with supporting people involved with addictive behaviors.

Requirements

Degree Requirements

Minimum Credit Requirement: 120 credits

Minimum Residency Requirement: 30 credits must be taken at UNH
Minimum Cumulative GPA: 2.0 is required for conferral*

Core Curriculum Required: General Education Program

Major, Option and Elective Requirements as indicated.

*GPA: Major and any state certification GPA requirements may be higher and
are indicated in program details.

A minimum grade of C- is required in all Major coursework. Some
programs may have higher grade requirements for Major coursework as
noted in the Major requirements section below. Students are allowed a
maximum of two course overlaps. Overlaps can be used between Major,
Minor, and General Education requirements with only 8 credits overlapped
between the Major and Minor. Please note that Option requirements are
considered part of the Major. Students must complete 16 upper-level
credits in majors within the College of Professional Studies, Online.

General Education Program Requirements

A minimum grade of D-is required in all General Education coursework.

Students are allowed a maximum of two course overlaps. Overlaps can

be used between Major, Minor and General Education requirements with
only 8 credits overlapped between the Major and Minor.

All General Education requirements must be taken prior to the capstone.
